FIRST ORDER OF BUSINESS Call to Order

Mr. Letizia expressed his concerns regarding the irrigation contract
work; untreated ant mounds; plant beds looking terrible; and Oleander plants
dying. He requested an irrigation watering schedule be provided to the Board
members so they could verify that the irrigation working when it is supposed to.

A majority of the Lakes and Ponds within Harbour Isles CDD are looking great and continuing to improve! The open water shoreline
weeds are all under control. The shoreline debris was minimal as well.

Only a few sites had minor Algae, which is very normal for this time of year. Ponds 1 & 11 had a minimal amount of shoreline
Algae. This will be treated during the next scheduled visit (Friday, 3/18).

ASI's Hydrilla Management program continues to show very positive results. Only 1 pond, Pond 11 had an notable Hydrilla growth,
which will be treated right away. Ponds, 17, 18 & 22 are the usual suspects, but the Hydrilla has been reduced by 90% on all 3 sites!!
ASI will continue to monitor and treat aggressively as the growing season seems to already be in full swing!!

The native plantings from last spring are taking off as well. There will be some supplemental plantings performed in April to fill is a
few gaps, particularly in Ponds 3, 4 & 13.

The warmer weather bring on the nuisance Midge Flies as well. The Bream should be keeping those numbers at bay. ASI will
monitor very closely for swarming Adults over the next few months.
